2014 World Humanist Congress Grant Application Form 
A. Introduction
The British Humanist Association (BHA) and International Humanist and Ethical Union (IHEU) can offer a limited number of grants to help organizations send delegates to the 2014 World Humanist Congress in Oxford, UK, on 8-10 August 2014. The theme of the Congress is Freedom of Thought and Expression: Forging a 21st century enlightenment. 
The grants are financed by the IHEU travel fund, by a grant from the IHEU/HIVOS development programme, and from generous donations from individuals, local groups and other organizations. Fundraising for further grants is under way. Grants are normally given to organizations, not to individuals.  

Grants will cover the Congress fee. Grants can also cover the travel costs to Oxford and the accommodation in Oxford from 7-11 August 2014 (4 nights). Other costs will need to be paid by the delegate.

Applicants should be from developing countries, or from countries with small organizations supporting Humanism or supporting Freedom of Thought and/or Freedom of Expression. Neither the applicant nor the organization s/he represents should be able to afford to cover the full costs of travel and congress participation. Priority will be given to applications from members of the International Humanist and Ethical Union (IHEU) and the International Humanist and Ethical Youth Organization (IHEYO).

B. Procedure 
1. A qualifying organization decides who it wants to send to the Congress. 

2. The organization researches the most economical travel costs and drafts a budget for the congress participation. 

3. The application form below should be filled out by a leading representative of the organization, together with the delegate. Completed forms should be sent by email to grantswhc2014@humanism.org.uk as soon as possible. 
4. The closing date for the first round of applications will be 2 January 2014. If more funds are available, there will be a second round of applications, with a closing date of 28 February 2014.

5. The WHC2014 Grants Committee will decide on the allocation of the grants.

6. Grant recipients will be informed of grant allocations as soon as possible after the closing date for applications. 

7. Those offered grants will then have two weeks in which to accept and return the grant agreement. If this is not received, the money will be allocated to other candidates.

8. If the delegate needs a visa, s/he will be sent a written invitation by the BHA, to be submitted with the visa application.

9. On receipt of the completed grant agreement, the grant allocated to pay for travel costs will be sent by the BHA to the organization's bank account. (Grants allocated for accommodation and conference fees will be paid by the BHA directly to accommodation and conference providers.)

10. Grant recipients must provide the BHA with invoices or receipts for their travel costs. They will make, at least, the contribution agreed in the grant application. If the balance is less than the grant provided, unused funds must be returned to the BHA immediately.
